· Design process

One of my design processes involved a one piece, hand sewn T-shirt that was made from fabric touched by celebrities such as Jimmy Choo and Patricia Field. These T-shirts were then sold on an Ebay auction and all money donated to a charity. This project involved as much marketing and PR as it did creativity and design. · Patterns

For my final MA collection I created almost every garment from a single pattern piece, whilst still retaining the conventional shape.

Through this one piece pattern cutting technique garments (especially shirts and jackets were assembled in completely different ways. This lead to subtle but interesting details on the garments.

· Explore new ways of garment construction

I used ultrasonic welding with some synthetic fabrics. I used this technique not just to weld seams but also attach pre-made buttonholes, buttons and other attachments.

I used laser cutting to cut some patterns but also create surface details on 

garments.

· Graphics and printing

I used hand printing and digital printing in my MA and BA collections. I am familiar with the technical aspects involved in fabric printing.

I have a good working knowledge of Adobe Photoshop, InDesign, Illustrator and Microsoft.
